EXPANDED COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course is an introduction to Modern Hebrew designed only for students with no previous knowledge of Hebrew. Students will learn the Hebrew alphabet and acquire basic vocabulary, proficiency in reading and an elementary grasp of Hebrew grammar. Classes are communicative with a focus on conversations in Hebrew. 
ORGANIZATION OF THE COURSE:

This is a Full Year course, 24 weeks (12 in each semester), two sessions of two hours every week. In 2020-2021 classes will be delivered remotely on Zoom. In each class a new topic, new vocabulary and grammatical concepts are introduced, illustrated, and practiced through reading, writing, conversations and other activities. Reading and writing are further practiced by students through home assignments. Students are required to prepare every lesson prior to its introduction in class. In the second term each student will give a 5-10-minute oral presentation to the class on a topic of his/her choosing, followed by a short discussion with the class, led by the student.
COURSE LEARNING OBJECTIVES:

The purpose of this course is to assist students in developing Modern Hebrew language skills: reading, writing, speaking and comprehension. Students will be able to read short texts, speak and understand simple conversations in Hebrew. Students will gain knowledge of basic structures of Hebrew grammar, which will enable them to comprehend and analyse oral and written discourse in Hebrew. Students will also learn about Israel, Israeli culture and history through texts and class discussions on these topics.
